In accordance with provisions of §141 of the Act, the contracting authority hereby issues this invitation to tender in the Dynamic Purchasing System for Supplies of Aviation Oils, Lubricants and Fluids (“goods”).

1. NAME OF THE PUBLIC CONTRACT
Dynamic Purchasing System for Supplies of Aviation Oils, Lubricants and Fluids

2. SUBJECT OF THE PUBLIC CONTRACT
The subject of the public contract is the delivery of goods per the list of aviation oils, lubricants and fluids attached to this Invitation to Tender (“goods”).

4. TENDER DOCUMENTATION
The tender documentation has been made available to you in a manner that facilitates unlimited data access via the E-ZAK electronic environment accessible online at: https://zakazky.lompraha.cz/.

5. [bookmark: _Toc260907827]DEADLINE FOR SUBMITTING TENDERS
Tenders must be submitted by DD. MM. YYYY at the latest (min. 10 calendar days from the sending of the invitation using the E-ZAK electronic platform).

6. METHOD OF SUBMISSION AND TENDER LANGUAGE
A tender may only be submitted in electronic form using the E-ZAK electronic platform accessible at - https://zakazky.lompraha.cz/. The same page has a manual for suppliers.
Tenders must be prepared in Czech, Slovak, Russian or English.
A supplier may submit a tender for all parts of the public contract, for certain parts of the public contract, or for only one part of the public contract. The rules concerning supplier eligibility for these individual parts and for award of these parts are uniform.

7. TERMS OF DELIVERY
7.1 Delivery period: 
For suppliers of goods with residence in EU countries, the contracting authority has set a maximum delivery period of 21 calendar days. For suppliers of goods with residence outside the EU, the contracting authority shall extend the delivery period specified in the tender by the provable time necessary to arrange for any necessary permits, certificates or licenses of up to a maximum of two (2) calendar months. For evaluation purposes, a calendar month shall mean 30 calendar days. The contracting authority shall not permit the defined maximum 21-day delivery period to be exceeded.
7.2 Place of delivery:
The place of delivery may be the client’s registered office or its premises:

The supplier shall specify delivery terms of DDP or DAP, per INCOTERMS® 2020, according to which the goods will be delivered and the place of delivery requested by the contracting authority.
7.3 The delivery term will be specified depending on the mode of transport selected by the supplier:
7.3.1 with residence outside of the European Union – DAP per INCOTERMS® 2020, place of delivery:

8. WARRANTY PERIOD, PACKAGING, STORAGE AND OTHER TERMS AND CONDITIONS
8.1 The supplier shall deliver the ordered goods to the client in the original packaging from the manufacturer of the goods including the necessary documentation required to take over the goods (safety data sheets and test reports / certificates) in a legible form and format with the production batch number of the goods which confirm the required quality and origin of the goods and its other parameters necessary for their use in aviation. A maximum of 20% of the specified shelf life or use-by period of the goods may be exhausted at the time of delivery.
8.2 The supplier shall comply with the conditions of loading and storage of the goods according to the technical documentation of the manufacturer. The supplier shall also ensure compliance with these conditions by its subcontractor. Furthermore, at the request of the client, the supplier shall prove compliance with the conditions of loading and storage of the goods and/or allow the client or their authorised representative to check the loading and storage of the goods, including at the supplier’s subcontractor.
8.3 The supplier undertakes to comply with the requirements for wooden packaging coming to the EU from third countries which are in accordance with the ISPM 15 standard (treated and labelled). All wooden packaging material, such as boxes, crates or pallets, made wholly or partly of unprocessed wood, shall meet the new requirements and shall also be heat treated or fumigated under an officially approved system and appropriately marked.
8.4 The goods must correspond to all standards and technical conditions specified by the client and such standards applicable in the manufacturing facilities in the manufacturer’s country.
8.5 The supplier is responsible for the quality of the goods. If the client determines that the goods do not meet the required level of quality, the contracting authority shall refuse to take delivery of the goods.
8.6 Other conditions specified by the client are specified in the draft purchase agreement.

9. RULES FOR TENDER EVALUATION
9.1 [bookmark: OLE_LINK21][bookmark: OLE_LINK22]Tenders shall be evaluated based on the economic advantageousness of the tender itself, i.e. the ratio of the tender prices and delivery terms for the goods. The supplier shall specify the required details in the list of goods attached to the Invitation to Tender as published within the Dynamic Purchasing System. The supplier may specify prices in CZK, EUR or USD. For tender evaluation, prices will be converted into CZK using the Czech National Bank exchange ratefor the specified tender opening date.
9.2 The tender price must include all the supplier’s costs related to delivery of the goods to the defined place of delivery.
9.3 Increases to the tender prices for the purposes of evaluation:
a) The price specified by the supplier in the tender will be used for suppliers with residence in the Czech Republic and in European Union countries and who offer to deliver the goods as DDP per INCOTERMS® 2020.
b) For suppliers with registered office outside of the European Union and offering to deliver the goods as DAP per INCOTERMS® 2020, with a place of delivery in the Czech Republic that is not the contracting authority’s premises (e.g. a terminal at Václav Havel Airport – Ruzyně, Prague or other international airport in the Czech Republic, the tender price excluding VAT will be increased for the purposes of evaluation by customs duties, insurance, and shipping and handling costs for delivery to the contracting authority’s premises in the amount of 6.5% of the tender price for the delivered goods excluding VAT.

9.4 The contracting authority has defined by component evaluation criteria for determining the economic advantageousness and their weights as follows:
a) Total tender price excluding VAT (price of the goods):	80%
b) Delivery period in calendar days:	20% 
9.5 Tender evaluation will be based on a scoring method. The final tender will be evaluated on a 0 to 100 scoring scale. Every tender is assigned a point value for each individual evaluation criterion that reflects the success of the tender in meeting the specific evaluation criterion.
a) The tender with the lowest tender price excluding VAT receives 100 points in the “Price of goods” evaluation criterion. Every other evaluated tender gets a number of points calculated by multiplying the ratio of the most advantageous tender and the evaluated tender by 100.
b) The tender with the shortest delivery period in calendar days receives 100 points in the “Delivery period in calendar days” evaluation criterion. Every other evaluated tender gets a number of points calculated by multiplying the ratio of the most advantageous tender and the evaluated tender by 100.
c) This calculated value for each individual evaluation criterion will be multiplied by the relative weight of the given criterion. The resulting values of both individual evaluation criterion for the individual tenders will be added together to provide a final calculated point value for each individual tender.
d) These calculated point values for the individual tenders for the public contract will be used to compile a ranking of the individual tenders whereby the winning tender will be the tender with the highest resulting point value.
9.6 Procedure for handling tenders receiving identical scores
If two or more tenders have the same point value for the purposes of selecting the most advantageous tender, an automatic evaluation method will be applied, whereby the tenders will be ordered by the date and time of tender submission, with the tender submitted first among the tenders with the same point value being classified as the winning tender.

10. OTHER RIGHTS AND CONDITIONS RESERVED BY THE CONTRACTING AUTHORITY
10.1 The contracting authority reserves the following rights:
-	to extend the deadline for submitting tenders without specifying any reason for doing so;
-	to amend the terms of this invitation, including its annexes, within the deadline for submitting tenders; taking into account the nature of such amendment, the deadline shall be extended appropriately; the contracting authority shall send the amended conditions to all suppliers;
-	to request information from suppliers and/or clarification of the details specified by a supplier in their tender within an adequate period defined by the contracting authority or its nominated committee. If the supplier fails to clarify the details in a full and timely manner, the contracting authority shall exclude the supplier from this procurement procedure;
-	to exclude a supplier from this procurement procedure if their tender does not meet the conditions and requirements specified in this invitation, without any prior request for information per the previous bullet point.
10.2 The contracting authority hereby defines the following binding conditions for conclusion of the purchase agreement:
-	a supplier’s submission of a tender does not constitute condition of the purchase agreement with the contracting authority;
-	the contracting authority shall select the winner of the procurement procedure and distribute the announcement of its decision to all suppliers who submit tenders in this procurement procedure and who were not excluded;
-	the contracting authority shall conclude the purchase agreement for delivery of the goods for each part of the public contract with the winning supplier; if the supplier submits the most advantageous tender in multiple parts of the public contract, the contracting authority shall conclude a single purchase agreement for these parts with the winning supplier;
-	the winning supplier shall provide the contracting authority with the necessary cooperation to conclude the purchase agreement; should the supplier fail to provide such cooperation to conclude the agreement; the contracting authority may exclude such supplier from the procurement procedure and conclude the purchase agreement with the next supplier in the rankings under the same condition that cooperation be provided.
10.3 In accordance with provisions of §48a of the Act, the contracting authority shall perform a review of the grounds for a ban on award of the public contract applicable to a participant or selected supplier.  
10.4 If international sanctions under the provisions of §48a (1) of the Act apply to subcontractors, the contracting authority may require a subcontractor be replaced in accordance with §48a (3)(a) of the Act. In such case, the supplier shall replace the subcontractor by the end of an adequate period stipulated by the contracting authority at the latest. If such subcontractor is not replaced, the participant in the procurement procedure is considered subject to the ban on award of the public contract.
